	Tips & Tricks
	· Tic Tac Toe palette is made of quick text buttons found under the cool stuff category. This allows the user to insert text onto the face of a key. Each time a new set of text is inserted, it replaces the text currently on the key.

· A small message window is placed in the top left corner because quick text requires the presence of a message window.

· X/O uses type text (button text) followed by display to quick text found under the cool stuff category. (This takes the test from the message window and types it to the button selected.)

· Scan on/off uses access method found under the settings category.

· Scan on – uses access method – auto scan-mouse click, which puts the user into scanning, using a mouse click for selection. 

· Scan off – uses access method – pointer-mouse click, which allows the direct selector to use the touch screen.

· Pause key – this is a setting meant for pointers, found under settings – rest toggle. While it allows the cursor to scan groups, the user is unable to select a key until selecting the pause key again, which toggles the system back into use mode. This allows the user to move around without worrying about selecting a key inadvertently. 
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
